schedule. On the right are sections for phone calls, a “l'o Do” list and a “1o Buy” list.
Use a blank page per month to record dates in advance, then as you place new pages in
the book, fill in these dates and toss out the advance dates pages.

My planner holds in different sections:
1. Daily Planner pages
2. Menu, and pages to record future ideas and alterations.
3. Project Planner sheets where I plan kids parties or any othe even we may host.
4. A section for notes - taken in doctors appointments, church etc.
5. Several plastic sheets for the odd loose paper I pick up.
6. A gift section where the birthdays of family and friends are recorded, other occasions
to buy for, the budgeted amount to be spent, the actual amount spent and the purchase
when made. Also a page to jot down future gift ideas as they occur.
